Denise has been planning events in Austin since 2002 – when she launched Soirée – Event 
Production. Over the course of the next seven years, Denise grew her company to seven full time 
event planners and boasted about 75 events/year, many of which have been published and/or 
featured in various news media outlets. She quickly became one of the local industry’s busiest and 
most successful event planners.  
 
After the merger of Soirée and Clink in May 2009, Denise took over as CEO of Clink. In this role, 
she oversees Operations, Human Resources and Sales/Marketing.
